This not only gets us quiet, it
ﬁ also helps us to remember that you need to take deep, controlled breaths when
singing. When we're doing our deep breathing we try to focus on choir, and leave
the rest of the day behind us. We then stretch our bodies by moving our neck,
arms, and sometimes feet to get energized and to find a good posture for singing. Finally we sing some
warm up songs. These songs are designed to warm up the vocal chords by moving slowly from low
notes to high notes and gradually getting faster.
