This has also allowed
MYAC and KYAC staff members and volunteers
more opportunity to have a voice when
communicating and coaching youth.

Through grant funding we have been able to
acquire unique additions to our equipment and
offerings. Our staff remain excited about new
programs such as Pedal and Pump Cars, Disc
and Mini- Golf, Lego and Arts, while investing in
past programs such as Gardening and
Certification programes.
