After doing this, students of Room 9
narrowed down to one Call to Action for further exploration and inquiry. We will begin exploring and
researching topics related to Call to Action # 88, which is connected to the North American Indigenous
Games. We expect that this inquiry will bring us into the new year, where we hope to represent our
learning with a final creative project.

We continue to use centers for our work in Literacy and Math and are including Outdoor Education and
Exploration as part of our weekly learning structure.
