o a reusable water bottle labelled with your child’s name that your child can
bring to and from school every day

o 2 boxes of Kleenex

A box of bandages

o A box of Large Ziploc Bags (any brand.)
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Students are required to have indoor and outdoor runners.
- They do not need to be expensive
- No skateboarding shoes as they are specifically designed for
skateboarding and are not suitable for walking, running, jumping, etc.
- Outdoor runners are especially important in the fall and spring when
physical education classes and other activities are often held outdoors.

Students in Kindergarten, Grade 1, Grade 2 and Grade 3 are not required to change for
Phys. Ed. classes. We recommend that they come to school dressed suitably for
physical activity (comfortable bottoms, t-shirts, shorts etc.)

Please put your child’s name in all articles of clothing that stays at the school and
outdoor clothing. Especially with things such as ski-pants, boots etc, they will
often get mixed up without proper labeling.
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
