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Positive Discipline

What it is and how to do it

We all know that parenting is a most rewarding, but

challenging experience. Often we are presented with
situations or behaviors in our children that leave us feeling confused, frustrated and unsure
of how to respond.

Positive Discipline is an approach to parenting that teaches children and guides their
behavior, based in research on children’s healthy development and effective parenting.

Positive Discipline is not permissive parenting and is not about punishment. It is about long-
term solutions that develop children’s own self-discipline and their life long skills. Positive
discipline is about teaching non-violence, empathy, self-respect, human rights and respect
for others.

The 7-Oaks School Division will be offering a seminar on Positive Discipline in March and
April, 2015. The seminars will start on Wednesday, March 4, 2015 in the morning from 9:15
am to 11:15 am and will run for 8 consecutive weeks.
