Dear Preschool Families,

We are pleased to announce our Parent-Child Preschool Program will take place this fall, with some
changes and limitations.

Group sizes will need to be smaller and program times may need to be shortened depending on the
number of registrants at each school.

Programming will begin in October. Dates and times will vary from school to school.

Due to COVID 19:

Families need to self-screen. (See the attached 'screening tool'.) PLEASE DO NOT ATTEND if you, your
child or anyone in your household has symptoms.

Adults must wear a mask. Masks for children are optional. (See attachment for proper usage of masks.)
Registration will be required by phone or email. We will not accept in-person registrations.

Families may only register and attend at one school.

Only one adult may attend with the child(ren).

Once registered, you will be assigned a day and time to attend. This will be the group (cohort) you
attend with. To reduce the risk and help with contact tracing, "drop-ins" are no longer
permitted.
